Course Description and Learning Objectives: 

In the Spring of 2009, the University of Louisville will present a unique special topics course, “Netherlands: Policy and Planning” This will include a seven day trip to the Netherlands during Spring break from March 14 to March 21.

Amsterdam is known as the “Venice of the North.” Progressives have called Amsterdam an ideal city when measured by the standard of social justice.   Holland has what many call a “radical,” “progressive,” “unique” and for some a “sinful” approach to housing, drug laws, transportation, prostitution, crime, brown fields, and urban design. The Netherlands has turned our American urban policy and planning programs upside down and found innovative ways to solve social problems.  Many American visitors who come to Holland come away shocked, amazed, impressed and changed forever.   Holland is controversial.  Indeed, Amsterdam is a laboratory of innovation that provides a national model for the rest of the world.  It’s a place where we can honor their successes and learn from their errors in urban policy and planning.  Without a doubt, Holland is also the home of world class architecture that is envied around the world. Even the urban landscape of Louisville will soon be dominated by a signature Dutch-designed building on Main Street that will rival the Humana building.  

Netherlands: Policy and Planning will examine will examine the “Dutch Model” from a variety of viewpoints:  sociological, economical, political, historical, design and planning perspectives.  This is a graduate seminar with lots of reading, discussion, debate and experiential learning. This class is unique and different from what many of the classes you have taken here since you will learn planning and policy via: boat, train, bus, bike and walking. It is an experiential approach to teaching. The class will have a number of guest lectures, walking tours, and slide presentations; learning is also designed to be “experiential,” which means seeing, smelling, feeling and interacting with residents, developers and designers.  Past student evaluations have given high marks for these out of classroom pedagogical experience.  The course will be run as a seminar, so class discussion will be encouraged.  As the instructor, I reserve the right to make changes in the organization of the course; this allows the class to be flexible and responsive to the needs of the students and the professors. 
Financial Considerations: 
All financial expenses related to this class trip are the responsibility of the student. No guarantees of funding assistance from the University can be made. Student fundraising efforts are strongly suggested to offset the cost of speakers, tours, and other academic trip events. Trip Costs: Estimate Range: $1,400 to $1,800 (All prices below are in USD)
Airfare: $500-700 for tickets bought 4-6 six months in advance, $700+ for tickets closer to trip

Hotel: A Single small room at Apple Inn Hotel will run $550-650 for the trip based on current exchange rates, and the number of nights reserved. Doubles or larger rooms will be additional fees.  Hotel
charges must be paid in cash upon arrival. 

Meals: Complimentary breakfast is provided at the hotel, along with sandwich staples for a packed lunch if students choose to do so. Depending on where students choose to eat, $40-50 per day for meals is
appropriate $350-400 over the length of the trip. We have had several students eating big breakfast, prepare a brown bad lunch and buy food at the local grocery store for around $10 a day.  

Tours: Student fundraising is strongly encouraged to help meet the cost of all academic tours, train rides, public transportation, boat tours, bike rides, and walking tours.  These transportation costs and speaking
events are $250 per student.  In the past, students, conduct fund raising events like dinners, comedy caravan, apply for graduate school and department funding that in the past have covered these costs and
sometimes even more.  In the past, students have been able to get $500 for travel costs from UofL programs.
So the total minimum cost is about $1,550 to 1,950 depending on how lucky they are to organize fundraisers and plying money from UofL sources. If you are planning to eat well, buy trinkets, books and art
figure another $200  or so.

Grading 
The four areas below are of equal weight and will be averaged out with a letter grade assigned to each area. The assignments will each be assigned a letter grade and a weighted average (using the weights listed above) will be used to calculate a final grade.  The letter grades will be translated into numerical equivalents for the purposes of calculating the final grade: A+ = 4.3, A = 4.0, A– = 3.7, B+ = 3.3, B = 3.0, B– = 2.7, etc. These grades will be consolidated and averaged for a final letter grade:  
1. CLASS PARTICIPATION (25%) Since the course is designed as a seminar, it is expected that students come prepared to discuss the assigned readings of the week and if possible introduce relevant current events into class discussion. Each student will also be responsible for presenting an assigned reading that summarizes the main points and stimulates a discussion. We want you to come to all classes.  All classes are interesting, important and thought provoking.  If you are sick, have a family emergency, a boss that is making you work on Friday afternoon its OK to miss one session. Your letter grade will be based averaged out based on your (1) Attendance and ACTIVE PARTICIPATION (questions, comments, etc…) (2) Assigned Readings Presentation (a letter grade will be issued based on the quality of your presentation)

2. MIDTERM (25%)—turn in first half of experiential journal Experiential Learning Journal: Reflections on what you saw, reactions, and analysis of field trips, class presentations and assigned readings. Throughout the class I will pose questions for you to answer in your journals.  Students have found these journals to be exciting, creative, fun and challenging.  It must be typed.  We encourage students to use their cameras as part of this journal.  This journal is due on March 30—one week after you get home from Holland. I guarantee you will keep this journal for the rest of your life.

3. PROJECT (25%)—the project must focus on the Netherlands: Policy and Planning. Ideally it could be a comparative study or case study of policy or planning in the Netherlands. You can compare Dutch planning and policy to Louisville, Kentucky or the United States. This paper should be 15 to 25 pages in length with references. As part of this paper, we expect a professional class presentation that uses power-point or other audio visual aids. This presentation will be public with fellow faculty and students invited to attend. The project may either be an individual or two-student effort.  Students must turn in a one-page proposal to the instructor by February 3 and you will have my approval by February 17. Your grade will be based on the quality of your presentation (50%) and the quality of your paper (50%), with a letter grade reflecting both components. The presentations are done on April 13.

4. FINAL (25%)—I will pose several questions for you to answer related to your readings, student presentations and lectures.  It will be a take home exam.

Directions: To get to Amsterdam central station take tram 2 in the direction of the station. Allow 30 minutes traveling time. At Central Station trains to Rotterdam leave from platforms 4a and 13a normally but listen for announcements (also in English) that the platform number has changed. You should take a train with one of the following end points:Vlissingen, Dordrecht or Breda – Check on the board on the platform that it stops at "Rotterdam" you need to take either a "sneltrein" (fast train) or and "intercity" – don't take a "stoptrein", these stop at all stations and are too slow. You need to allow 70 minutes of train travel time. There are several trains per hour so you shouldn't need to wait more than 20 minutes even if you just missed one. : On arriving in Rotterdam proceed to the side of the station that has the trams. 

The Netherlands Architecture Institute is located in the centre of Rotterdam, at approximately 15 minutes' walk from Rotterdam Central Station. The NAI is part of the Museum Park, and is located diagonally

Disclaimer: Sex and Drugs - The red light district of Amsterdam is in the historic district and in the same neighborhood as the University of Amsterdam.  This is where the city grew and developed*it is ground zero. Moreover, the documentaries shown in class are serious in scope and highly regarded by Chicago Sun film critic Roger Ebert, Harvard law Professor Alan Dershowitz, and other like intellectuals.

Be aware these sexual and drug images might offend and upset some people, but it is not done in a way to be gratuitous or exploitative.  We are taking a serious academic look at Dutch public policy regarding the legalization of *soft* drugs and sex trade, as Dutch politicians believe that legalization of prostitution and drugs has reduced hard drug use, gang activity, prison population, criminal activity, and the spread of STDs, and the laws in Amsterdam tend to be nearly the opposite of what we have here in Louisville. I do not endorse or encourage students to engage in this kind of activity or partake in f these activities, regardless of whether it is legal or not. 
This is a traditional seminar?  What does that mean? Students are expected to make at least two short presentations to the class and to participate in the class discussions.  I teach this as if I was at the best University in the country.  I do not simply lecture and expect students to be passive.  I believe in free speech in the classroom.  To back me up are a few cases on the subject including the Supreme Court:
To see a decision on free speech in the classroom check out this case involving Jefferson Community College.  Its in Westlaw 260 F3d 671, 144 Lab. CAs. P 59,418, 156 ED. Law Rep. 415, 17 IER Cases 1523, 2001 Fed. App. 0267P

Here are some excerpts: 

As the Supreme Court proclaimed more than thirty years ago:

Our Nation is deeply committed to safeguarding academic freedom, which is of transcendent value to all of us and not merely to the teachers, concerned.  That freedom is therefore a special concern of the First Amendment, which does not tolerate laws that cast a pall of orthodoxy over the classroom.  The vigilant protection of constitutional freedoms is nowhere more vital than in the community of American schools. (cited in Keyshian v. Board of Regents, 385 U.S. 589, 603, 87 Supreme Court 675, 17 L. ED.2d 629 (1967

In other rulings: 

“the linchpin of the inquiry…for both public a concern and academic freedom is the extent to which the speech advances an idea transcending personal interest or opinion which impacts our social and/or political lives (Dambrot v. Cent Michigan University 55 F.3d 1177, 1189 (6th Cir. 1995)  The court then cited with approval the Seventh Circuit’s determination in Swank versus Smart, 898 F2d 1247 (7th Cir.1990) that “the purpose of the free speech clause…is to protect the market of  ideas, broadly understood as the public expression of the ideas, narratives, concepts, imagery, opinions-scientific, political, or aesthetic to an audience whom the speaker seeks to inform, edify, or entertain…Moreover, it is the advancement of knowledge, the transformation of taste, political change, cultural expression, and the other objectives, values, and consequences of the speech is protected by the First Amendment.” 

UofL Sexual Harassment Policy:   All professors at UofL are required to take sexual harassment seminars and workshops. I follow these guidelines because I love my job and won’t do anything to compromise it.   Sexual harassment is defined as unwanted sexual advances by another person.  It is wrong.  If a student is doing it to another student or Professor to student it hurts the class.  If you feel a fellow student, staff person or Professor is acting contrary to UofL’s sexual harassment policy you should advise that person they are acting in a way that is contrary to the policy of UofL. And try to work it out informally with a warning.  If it doesn’t stop after a verbal or written request, you can go to the department Chair to work something out or campus grievance officer.   With that said, Professor prefers to meet students in the classroom after class  instead of going upstairs to his office on a Friday night or Saturday afternoon—I want to be in public places when meeting with students. It is uncomfortable for Professor and student. Also, please do not visit the professor’s room because it might appear to be inappropriate. If you need to speak with him, please meet him downstairs in the lobby or in the dining room.  With that said my classes do examine issues of race, gender, and class that challenges conventional wisdom. Classrooms are given the space to be provocative and raise uncomfortable questions.  We are guaranteed that freedom by several Supreme Court decisions.  Sometimes the issues at hand of how one becomes poor or violent can make some students uncomfortable.  If you have any issues or concerns on how the course is being taught, please advise the Professor immediately so they can be addressed.   With that said, the seminar is run as a traditional seminar where students are expected to do the readings and participate.  All students are expected to participate and will be called upon.  
Notes on Travel to Holland 

Because of bargain airfares now available to students, we want to get SUPA graduate students to indicate their interest now- we hope to have the entire class roster finalized and air fare tickets purchased by October 15!  The trip will be “student” affordable, with bargain accommodations that include breakfast, and use of either public transportation or rented bikes to get around.  With luck, the cost of the trip should range from about $1000-1200, depending on how you eat and spend money.  Students should figure that roundtrip airfare from Louisville to Amsterdam is around $500 to $700, lodging with daily breakfast at the San Luchesio will be around $300 Euro, daily expenses for food and transportation should be around $350 (assuming you don’t use cabs, eat at low price ethnic restaurants, etc).

In order to go to Holland, you must fill out all the required forms and paperwork. These forms (Request for Authorization of out of-country travel), Student or Employee Release and Assumption of Risk forms, and Overseas Emergency Information Sheet). These forms can be obtained at the provost’s website at http://www.louisville.ed/provost/travel 

You're also required to purchase your International Student ID Card for international travel and submit proof to us by November 15th.  You can purchase the IDs at the UofL International Center on the main campus located next to the Ekstrom Library and behind the Brandeis School of Law.  The cost for the ID is a $22 money order (which you can get at Kroger or any bank).  NO cash or checks.  UofL requires this because it also provides some kind of health care and accident benefit. 


You must submit proof of an up-to-date passport or you have applied for application to us for your passport by November 15th.  A passport through the State Department costs around $100 and usually take 4-6 weeks to process.  The application can be found on www.state.gov.     If your passport expired, then you'll need to get a new one.    

  

We are trying to make this as affordable as possible, so it is encouraged that you be able to walk 1 to 2 miles for a three hour segment and ride a bike safely 3 to 5 miles on flat terrain.  If you have a disability, the course is still open for you to take, but certain parts of the trip may not be accessible to you, because of the historic nature of Amsterdam (over 700 years old)  ( please read a statement developed from Disability Resource Center at the end of this course outline.)  We will rent bikes for the week and use them for our primary means of transportation, along with walking.  We will live like the Dutch—for the most part!  

There will be a fee to help cover the cost of various segments (boat tour, speaker etc.).   We expect this to be around $200 per student—although I hope we can get this covered by a generous donation from a Dean, Vice President, President or private individual, hosting a fundraiser, like students did last year at August Moon. If he students cannot raise the money to cover the costs of these tours, then the student is responsible for paying the $200 to cover these costs.
